New Scout Information

Meetings

Weekly meetings are held every Monday throughout the school year.  If there is no school on a Monday, because of a holiday or weather, then there is no scout meeting either.  The start time is 7:00PM.  The meeting ends about 8:30PM.

Class A uniforms are required for all meetings.  The only exception is on a Monday following a scout event that required a Class A.  An example would be the Monday after Scout Sunday.

Patrols

The troop is broken up into Patrols.  Currently there are four patrols.  There is generally time set aside during the regular meeting for patrol to meet.  They should use this time to discuss upcoming events/trips, and help others is the patrol with their advancements. 

Ranks

Ranks include Scout, Tenderfoot, Second Class, First Class, Star, Life, and Eagle.  Merit Badges aren’t required until Star.  New scouts should be working on the requirements for Scout and Tenderfoot within their patrols.  Summer camp will be a great place to work on Second Class and First Class.

Court of Honors

Court of Honors occur 3 times per year (generally October, February, and June).  This is where we honor anyone who has earned a merit badge or has earned a rank advancement.  Eagle Scouts have separate Court of Honors.

Outings

The troop plans at least one trip per month.  They are generally overnight trips.  For upcoming trips see the website.

Merit Badges

Before you start a merit badge, you need to get a blue card signed off by your Scoutmaster our one of the assistant scoutmasters.  You must then contact a merit badge counselor.  Then you perform the work.  Then you get sign off by the counselor.  Then you bring the blue card to a meeting and get sign off from me, and give it to Mr. Lesica.

Summer Camp

This will be discussed more at the Parents Meeting.  It a great place to work towards second class and first class rank advancements.  Also you can complete a few merit badges.  This year we are going to Rodney Scout Reservation, located on the Chesapeake Bay in North East, MD.
